Psalm 19 begins with these words: “ The heavens declare the Glory of God; the skies 
proclaim the work of His hands.” 
 

There can be a real sense of awe and wonder whenever we visit a place of dramatic 
and beautiful scenery, whether it is looking across a majestic and imposing mountain 
range in Switzerland or Austria or here in England perhaps enjoying the picturesque 
Lake District, the peacefulness of the Yorkshire Dales or the rugged views of the North 
Cornwall coast. 
 

As we reflect on the colour, symmetry, variety, beauty, order, vastness and complexity 
of God’s creation, we may feel humbled, awe inspired or have a sense of gratitude for 
God’s provision of the harvests of both the earth and sea. 
 

William Paley, an Anglican minister and philosopher, once found a watch in a field.  On             
examining its intricate internal workings, he knew at once that it had been created by a 
very skilful designer.  How much more, he argued, as we reflect on the wonder of hu-
man life, the rhythm of the seasons, the ordering of the planets and sun in our uni-
verse or the growth of a seed from such tiny beginnings to a plant or majestic tree, 
must there be behind it all a wise, all powerful divine designer – a faithful and loving 
God.  Joseph Haydn, who composed his celebrated oratorio ‘The Creation’, partly in-
spired by the words of Psalm 19, once said, “There is no work of God that does not 
speak about Him.”   Blessings,  Rob.
