We have now started a new series looking at The Beatitudes.
For many, these are some of Jesus’ best-known sayings and make up a radical kingdom
statement.
The Beatitudes are the first part of the sermon on the mount and essentially are like a map,
giving us directions to find Jesus. 
There are 8 qualities or characteristics but these values are very different from the values of the
world.
Jesus opening statement ‘Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of God’ would
have been a massive shock to those listening and completely shaken all previous perspectives. 
From the very first word Jesus isn’t speaking to the strong or the accomplished but to those who
don’t have it all together, those who havenʼt got things sorted!
On earth the proud and self-seeking, tend to take the highest places but in God’s kingdom it is
the meek, the humble, the honest, those who don’t stand up for their rights, who will inherit the
kingdom of God and the peace that God so richly gives.
Over the next few weeks, we will explore how God turns our understanding of how the world
should be; upside down and inside out – which was rather like our house move last week! But as
always God was gracious and upheld us throughout the challenging times.
